1. Status of the Corporate Group
(1) Progress and Results of Operations and Issugs Addressed
(a) Progress and Results of Operations
Japan’s economy in fiscal year 2016 (April 1, 20#&rch 31, 2017) is slowly recovering
with improvement in the employment situation angnsi of recovery in corporate capital
investment and personal spending. Overseas, theedJidtates and Europe continued to
recover. Meanwhile, in China and parts of South&akt sluggish growth rates persisted.

In this economic environment at the Kobe Steel Brdlue sales volume of steel products
decreased compared with the previous fiscal yedthoAgh domestic demand in the
automotive sector remained firm, exports declinBde sales volume of aluminum rolled
products increased compared with the previouslfigear, as demand remained firm for can
stock for beverage cans and for the automotiveosethe sales volume of copper rolled
products increased compared with the previous Ifigear, due to increased demand for
automotive terminalsUnit sales of hydraulic excavators decreased coadpavith the
previous fiscal year, due to lower demand in Japahto undertaking marketing activities in
China with stricter sales termis addition, the sales prices of steel, aluminurd aapper
products decreased, affected by the high yen aclthden raw material prices.

As a result, consolidated sales in fiscal year 20di§ely affected by lower sales prices,
went down 126.9 billion yen, compared with the jwes fiscal year, to 1,695.8 billion yen.
Operating income decreased 58.6 billion yen, coegavith the previous fiscal year, to 9.7
billion yen mainly due to the posting of a tempgraxpense for the refurbishment of a blast
furnace in the Iron & Steel business and the aalthli posting of an allowance for retained
receivables in the Construction Machinery segme@fsna business. Ordinary income*
decreased 48.0 billion yen, compared with the previfiscal year, to ordinary loss of 19.1
billion yen. Extraordinary gains and losses inceglad7.6 billion yen, compared with the
previous fiscal year, to extraordinary gains of Billion yen. No extraordinary losses were
posted, compared with the previous fiscal year,ctvhiecorded extraordinary losses. In
addition, the Company recorded a reversal of prowigor loans for the China wheel loader
business in the fiscal year 2016. Net loss attaiblgt to owners of the parent in fiscal year
2016 worsened by 1.4 billion yen, compared withvjunes fiscal year, to 23.0 billion yen.

While it is extremely regrettable, the Company Hasided to suspend the dividend for
fiscal year 2016 in light of the significant nes$oattributable to owners of the parent and the
need to make strategic investments in growth ahdrdactors.

We express our deep and sincere apologies to alioshareholders for the significant
inconvenience. In order to realize a return toigsah fiscal year 2017, we are dedicating all
of our energies to improving profitability, and iy ask for the understanding of all of our
shareholders.

The business progress and results for each busseggsent of the Kobe Steel Group
were as follows.

Iron & Steel Business

The sales volume of steel products decreased cechpsith the previous fiscal year.
Although domestic sales volume to the automotiv@osewnas firm, export volume declined.
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Sales prices went down, compared with the previsesl year, due to the high yen and fall
in primary raw material prices until the first hafffiscal year 2016.

Sales of steel castings and forgings decreasedyamaah with the previous fiscal year, as
demand decreased in the overseas shipbuildingrs&ales of titanium products decreased
compared with the previous fiscal year, mainly dodower sales volume to desalination
plants, chemical plants and for other applications.

As a result, consolidated segment sales in fisedr Y2016 decreased 6.8 percent,
compared with the previous fiscal year, to 62016obi yen. Ordinary loss* worsened by 14.5
billion yen, compared with the previous fiscal yeaarordinary loss of 29.5 billion yen, due to
the fall in sales prices and the posting of a tergoexpense for the refurbishment of the
blast furnace.

Welding Business

The sales volume of welding materials decreasetdpaoed with the previous fiscal year,
due to construction delays and remaining sluggeiahd in the energy sector in Japan and
as sluggish demand also persisted in the oversepudding and energy sectors. On the
other hand, sales of welding systems increased amdpwith the previous fiscal year, owing
to steady investments in automation for constracsiector in Japan.

As a result, consolidated segment sales in fisear 2016 declined 10.8 percent,
compared with the previous fiscal year, to 82.8drilyen. Ordinary income* decreased 1.2
billion yen, compared with the previous fiscal year6.8 billion yen.

Aluminum & Copper Business

The sales volume of aluminum rolled products inseglacompared with the previous
fiscal year, as demand remained firm for can stoclbeverage cans and for the automotive
sector.

The sales volume of copper rolled products incréasenpared with the previous fiscal
year, as demand rose for copper strips used imumtiee terminals. The sales volume of
copper tubes also increased compared with thequreViscal year, as demand remained firm
for air conditioners.

However, mainly due to lower sales prices from tiigh yen and lower ingot prices,
consolidated segment sales in fiscal year 2016edsed 6.4 percent, compared with previous
fiscal year, to 323.3 billion yen. Ordinary incomeaécreased 3.1 billion yen, compared with
the previous fiscal year, to 12.0 billion yen, doea worsening in inventory valuation from
the fall in lower ingot prices.

Machinery Business

Mainly due to sluggish demand in energy-relatedtaseg stagnation of the Chinese
economy, consolidated orders in fiscal year 201&edsed 8.7 percent, compared with the
previous fiscal year, to 128.2 billion yen. The solidated backlog of orders at the end of
fiscal year 2016 came to 127.8 billion yen.

Consolidated segment sales in fiscal year 2016reets.2 percent, compared with the
previous fiscal year, to 150.7 billion yen, maidiye to a decrease from energy-related sectors.
Ordinary income* decreased 0.8 billion yen, comgangth the previous fiscal year, to 5.8
billion yen.

Engineering Business

Consolidated orders in fiscal year 2016 increaséd® Percent, compared with the
previous fiscal year, to 174.2 billion yen, owing drders for several large projects in the
waste treatment-related business. The consolidsteklog of orders at the end of fiscal year
2016 stood at 179.9 billion yen.

Sales declined mainly in the nuclear power-reldtesiness and waste treatment-related
business. As a result, consolidated segment saléiscal year 2016 decreased 8.0 percent,
compared with the previous fiscal year, to 121lflobi yen. Ordinary income* decreased 1.8

billion yen, compared with the previous fiscal ydar2.8 billion yen, due to a change in the
type of orders.

Construction Machinery

Unit sales of hydraulic excavators decreased, comipaith the previous fiscal year,
mainly due to lower demand mainly from the rentaibess in Japan and to undertaking
marketing activities in China with stricter salesms.

Unit sales of crawler cranes also declined compuaiéidthe previous fiscal year, mainly
in Southeast Asia, mainly due to a decrease inggrefated projects brought about by
sluggish crude oil prices.

As a result, consolidated segment sales in fisear Y2016 decreased 7.7 percent,
compared with the previous fiscal year, to 310ldobi yen. Ordinary loss* worsened by 19.4
billion yen, compared with the previous fiscal yetr ordinary loss* of 31.3 billion yen,
mainly due to profit deterioration from the fewarmber of units sold and the high yen and
the additional posting of an allowance for retaineckivables in the China business.

Electric Power Businesses

The amount of electricity sold was at the samelleeenpared with the previous fiscal
year. However, due to the high yen and a dropenpifice of coal for power generation until
the first half of fiscal year 2016, the unit prio€ electricity decreased compared with the
previous fiscal year.

As a result, consolidated segment sales in fisedr Y2016 decreased 8.0 percent,
compared with the previous fiscal year, to 70.@drilyen. Ordinary income* decreased 4.3
billion yen, compared with the previous fiscal year13.0 billion yen, mainly due to a lag in
reflecting fuel cost fluctuation in the unit prioéelectricity.

Other Businesses

At Shinko Real Estate Co., Ltd., both the residdnproperty sales business and the
leasing business remained firm. At Kobelco Resed#stitute, Inc., orders decreased in the
testing and research business for the automotiterse

Due to these conditions, consolidated segment safescal year 2016 were similar to the
previous fiscal year at 74.8 billion yen. Ordinargome* increased 0.2 billion yen, compared
with the previous fiscal year, to 7.6 billion yen.

(b) Issues to Be Addressed

Looking at the business environment surrounding<iblee Steel Group, Japan’s economy
is anticipated to recover gradually, owing to imgment in the employment situation and
signs of recovery in corporate capital investmertt personal spending. In countries overseas,
growth rates in China and India are forecast tovslut in the United States and Europe,
economic recovery trends are anticipated to coatomutrack.

On the other hand, growing protectionist trends;herge rate fluctuations and other
factors are concerns that impact the economy, andrtainty continues to persist.

In such an environment, the Group recognizes 8wateis it should tackle this period are
reforming of the profit structure of the iron & stdusiness and the construction machinery
business, both of which was the reason for bookiggificant losses for two consecutive
periods, and the steady promotion of growth stiagefpr the future based on the three core
business areas of the materials businesses, magchinsinesses, and the electric power
business, which are presently underway.

First, with regard to the iron & steel business tBompany is pressing ahead with
measures to strengthen profitability outlined ie tfiscal Year 2016-2020 Group Medium-
Term Business Plan, and is specifically dedicatitigof its energies to completing the
consolidation in fiscal year 2017 of upstream opyena for steel production. Furthermore, in
the construction machinery business, the Compaliymeik to improve profitability as early
as possible by restructuring the sales and theuptimh structure.

With regard to the growth strategy based on theetltore business areas of the materials
businesses, machinery businesses, and the elpotver business, the Company is presently
undertaking initiatives for weight savings in trpogation, and has been steadily promoting
initiatives to expand business in the energy aricstructure field and the electric power
business. To promote the growth strategy, the Compalans to adopt specific cash
generation measures targeting 100.0 billion yesaaly as possible in order to maintain a D/E
ratio of 1 time or less to maintain financial daie. Through these initiatives, the Company
aims to establish a solid business enterprise andrgte growth.

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5. The Company’s Systems and Policies
(1) The Company’s Corporate Governance System

The Company believes the basis of its corporataeeva the promotion of its diversified
businesses, composed of various segments withrelitfelemand fields, business environments,
sales channels and business scales, and the legeoddhat synergy. The Company believes it
is impossible to pursuit technical development emmbvations, which form the foundation for
the Company’s continued growth, without integratitigcussions with the shop floor.

Furthermore, to advance its diversified businegbesCompany believes it is necessary to
actively discuss and undertake appropriate decisiaking with regard to the risk
management of its various businesses and theldisomn of management resources, as well as
flexibly audit business executions by the Boardogctors. It is desirable that members with
the correct understanding regarding the businessution side attend the Board of Directors
meetings, without completely separating auditirugrfrexecution.

Under this policy, the Company had previously addpthe company with Audit &
Supervisory Board Members governance model undéchamach Audit & Supervisory Board
Member possess the authority for investigation. [&/tiie functions of auditing and execution
were not separated under this model, it enabledpoeimensive audits of the Company’s
extensive businesses. However, to further strengthe auditing function of the Board of
Directors and to accelerate decision-making witiard to management, on June 22, 2016, the
Company transitioned to a company with an Audit &p&rvisory Committee model under
which those responsible for audits have votingtagin the Board of Directors.

The numbers of Directors (excluding Directors whie Audit & Supervisory Committee
Members) shall be not more than fifteen (15) gsutdied under the Articles of Incorporation
of the Company. An appropriate number of Directarsstitutes the Board of Directors in light
of ensuring Directors’ conducting substantial digsian at meetings of the Board of Directors
as well as considering their diversity. The Boafdoectors consists of the Chairman of the
Board, the President and CEO and executive diredtocharge of important posts in the head
office division, business divisions or technical/elepment department. However, to enhance
active discussion, appropriate decision-making suygervision, the Company invites two (2)
or more Outside Directors because it is essertiedflect a fair and neutral viewpoint and the
viewpoint of stakeholders such as minority sharééd.Currently, the Company appoints two
(2) Outside Directora/ho are not Audit & Supervisory Committee Members.

With regard to the Audit & Supervisory Committelee ICompanies Act requires companies
to install three (3) or more Audit & Supervisory i@mittee Members, the half or more of
whom are Outside Directors. The Company’s Audit @&rvisory Committee consists of five
(5) Audit & Supervisory Committee Members, thre (¥ whom are Outside Audit &
Supervisory Committee Members invited each fromi¢igal, financial and industrial circles so
that the supervisory function works with transpaseand fairness.

The Company ghallove the audit environment by holding perid
meetings between the Audit & Supervisory Committed the President and CEO and thro
cooperation with the internal audit division.
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(3) Operational Status of the System for EnsurregRropriety of Business Operations
The Company is taking measures to develop the ®y&be Ensuring the Propriety of
Business Operations, and ensure its proper operatioline with its basic policy on this
system. A summary of the operational status obttstem in fiscal year 2016 is as follows.

(a) Compliance measures
In fiscal year 2016, the Compliance Committee met (5) times. Activities included formulation pf
compliance activity plan for fiscal year 2016, andnitoring the status of implementation of comptian
activities.
Furthermore, based on compliance activity plansfifgral year 2016, the Company implemented
compliance training for executives of the Compamg d@s group companies, and training and legal
education separated by employment level for respkngpersons and supervisors in each business
segment, newly appointed managers, and newly hiegons, etc. Additionally, the Company also
implemented legal compliance training toward graoppanies both within and outside of Japan, based
on examples of past and current scandals.

(b) Risk management
The Company has been carrying out “Risk Managemetivities” with the goal of achieving gn
organizational culture that is highly sensitive dcompliance issues. This means that, in addition to
compliance risks that are universal throughoutGbenpany in light of legal and societal change®rafie
divisions have identified and checked the risksinitheir individual businesses, they formulateaanual
risk management plan while consulting internal camprules, manuals and other documentation as
necessary (this constitutes the Plan stage of B@A). Every fiscal year, each business unit impletag
the Plan, Do, Check, Act cycle by implementing éhgtans (Do), reviewing the results (Check), and
reflecting any improvements in the next fiscal ygaisk management plan (Act). To ensure effectbss,
the results of the fiscal year’s activities of edelsiness unit are incorporated in plans for thea fiscal
year and subsequent fiscal years after executiveagaanent has verified them. This system is proalgt
deployed at all Group companies.

(4) Basic policy for parties affecting policy ddoiss of the Company’s financial and business
affairs (“Basic Policy on Corporate Control”)
(a) Basic policy details

The Company, as a listed company, thinks that asngeé-Scale Purchase involving a
change of its corporate control should be appravedch purchase facilitates the protection
and enhancement of its corporate value, and ukilpathe common interests of its
shareholders in the course of open stock trading.

However, Japanese capital markets have recentlyesgsed a number of instances in
which corporate shares have been rapidly purchased massive scale without adequate
information being disclosed to public shareholdersinvestors. This type of large-scale
purchase or proposals may cause irreparable hartmet@ompany or may not provide its
shareholders with necessary information or timettiershareholders to determine whether to
accept these large-scale purchases. These purchagdsmarm the Company’s corporate value
and ultimately, the common interests of its shaldgrs.

Particularly, the Company is engaged in variousrasses, such as those in the materials
sector and the machinery sector, and as thesedsssis have broad fields, there are various
stakeholders and synergies to be borne by varioemésses. The Company believes all of
them are the sources of its own corporate valuis. the Company’s understanding that the
following actions will result in the Company fulfilg its corporate social responsibility in
relationships with various stakeholders: promoteref to lay “the Foundation for Stable
Profits and Business Growth”, which are describedhie “Medium-Term Business Plan”
prepared in May 2013 and consist of “structurabmef of the steel business”, “strategic
expansion of the machinery business”, and “expansidhe power supply business”; realize
the Company’s vision of “unique diversified managet) where the power supply business is
positioned as a stable profit base in additionhe two core businesses, which are the
materials business and the machinery business”; taeceby enhance the Company’s
corporate value in the medium- and long-term.

Therefore, the Company believes that a party whithhave an impact on its financial
and business policy decisions must be one that fuiderstands the Company’s management
principles, the sources of its corporate value, #redrelationships of mutual trust it shares
with its stakeholders, which are necessary andspttisable for the enhancement of the
corporate value and ultimately, the common interestits shareholders. Such a party must
also be able to protect and enhance the Compamyjgo@ate value and ultimately, the
common interests of its shareholders as a resuktohtrast, the Company views any party
involved in the aforementioned large-scale purchaseproposals to be unsuitable as a party
that will have an impact on its financial and besis policy decisions.

Considering the business environment surroundiegmpany, with the intensification
of international competition, corporate acquisitiostill actively occur. Therefore, the
possibility of large-scale purchases of the Comjzmshares, which may influence the
Company’s management policy in the future, caneadghored.
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On the other hand, regarding the tender offer sydte be used upon such large-scale
purchases, at least based on the current system, ritay be cases where the information and
examination period to determine whether or notdoegt the large scale purchases by the
shareholders may not be sufficient.

In other words, by looking at large-scale M&A casemducted in and outside Japan,
even in cases of friendly transactions, there Hasen more than a few cases in which
negotiations lasted for a considerable time befmreagreement was reached. In order to
facilitate the protection and enhancement of itpormate value, and ultimately, the common
interests of its shareholders, it is necessary nsure that the standard for information
disclosure and evaluation period in large-scaleclpages to be conducted without prior
agreement with the management is equivalent to difidtiendly transactions. Thus, the
Company considers that it is necessary to establiprocedure to ensure that the above is
achieved upon the shareholders’ selection of Eartiffecting policy decisions of the
Company'’s financial and business affairs.

With the above in mind, the Company believes it@sessary to establish rules where the
Large-Scale Purchasers are required to provideheoBoard of Directors necessary and
sufficient information in connection with the Lar§eale Purchases in advance, and to
commence the Large-Scale Purchases only afterxibieyeof a certain evaluation period by
the shareholders and the Board of Directors.
